What is the “Moral Law?”

Psalms 89:14 The seat of your kingdom is resting on righteousness and right judging: mercy and good faith come before your face.

Pslams 19:77 The law of the Lord is good, giving new life to the soul: the witness of the Lord is certain, giving wisdom to the foolish.
You cannot have true justice without judgment. And you cannot have judgment without mercy. Mercy requires love and kindness. Any race that will not practice justice, mercy, love and kindness cannot survive.

How could God insure that we all have this law?

He created us and the bible says he breathed the breath of life into us. He gave is something he did not give the rest of creation. He gave us a part of himself.

Heb 10:16 “This is the agreement which I will make with them after those days, says the Lord; I will put my laws in their hearts, writing them in their minds; he said,”

Does the “Moral Law” make the written law no good?

Matthew 5:17-20

17 Let there be no thought that I have come to put an end to the law or the prophets. I have not come for destruction, but to make complete. 18 Truly I say to you, Till heaven and earth come to an end, not the smallest letter or part of a letter will in any way be taken from the law, till all things are done. 19 Whoever then goes against the smallest of these laws, teaching men to do the same, will be named least in the kingdom of heaven; but he who keeps the laws, teaching others to keep them, will be named great in the kingdom of heaven. 20 For I say to you, If your righteousness is not greater than the righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees, you will never go into the kingdom of heaven.

We need both laws to govern this world, but only one law will make you “righteous”. The voice of God within you is the voice that calls you home, and the voice that offers peace with the Father. It is this voice that will govern your answers on the Day of Judgment. The entire Universe has laws. Moral laws, Laws of gravity, Laws of Nature and Universal Laws bind us. God is a God of order. And the kingdom of God is no different.
