We left off last week with the conclusion that Christ must be either Lord, lunatic or liar. Can anyone explain why and how we came to this conclusion?

Christ died for our sins. We’re not required to know how it works, only to accept that it does work.

If you do have doubts ask God to help your unbelief.

Read Mark 9:21-24

Why would Christ need to die for our sin? Do you believe there is any significance for the manner in which he died?

Deep Magic – Justice – Penalty Paid

Every thought, every deed, every word has creative power since we are made in the image of God. So that means that every thought, every deed and every word has a cost. Read Matthew 12:36-37
All energy creates cause and effect, action and reaction. Even your spoken word is energy, since God gave your spoken word POWER.

You have power that you don’t fully understand yet this power has a cost regardless of your ignorance. And Christ paid that price on your behalf. Roman 5:6-8

Christ paid the price so that we could become righteous, holy and sanctified. He intends for us to be heirs to the throne and to be judges in the Kingdom of God. But for us to be judges our character would have to be that of a righteous man. Read 1 Cor 6:1-3

Character is like gold. It is forged in the fire.

When you struggle with your ego and with trials of this world you can rejoice in the fact that you are growing in the fire and that your Father in heaven loves you.

What is one thing the Lord has moved you to relinquish or change about yourself?

As we crucify the flesh we develop our spirit. We grow from a child of God into the sons of God. God only corrects and punishes the ones he loves. 

We are able to grow as spiritual beings only because Christ lives in us through us by his death and resurrection. His spirit is alive in us and leads our own spirits to righteousness.

The Holy Spirit is a gift from Christ, sent by the Father when Christ ascended to heaven. This Spirit is a living breathing force within you once you accept Christ as your savior. The spirit can grow and become strong or diminish and burn out. As with your natural life which you obtain from your parents, you sustain that life by your own efforts, not theirs.

Part of the healing process (growth) requires sacrifice on your part. And how well you handle rebuke says a lot about your ability to grow.

How does the Christ life transfer to you? What are the three holy sacraments of the Bible?

Baptism * Belief * Communion

What does Christ mean? Anointed One, Messiah

What does communion mean? Commune, relationship, join

Celebrate the Christ life within

you by taking communion.
