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How many people have you known that thought by going to church every Sunday or paying their tithes and serving on the church committee somehow made them more “holy”?





Or what about those people that feel you have to dress a certain way and talk a certain way to be considered “righteous”. These are all forms of self-justification and can form a wall of blockage in your soul that blocks the grace of God from coming in and truly saving you.





When you become special or chosen in your own estimation and forget to live in humility and reverence to the Lord you are choosing to live by your own standard and not the standard set by God.





The Word tells us in Romans 3:10 “There is none righteous, not even one”





There is no way we can earn our way into heaven or buy our way into heaven. We arrive at the throne of our Father by simply accepting the free gift offered by Jesus Christ upon the cross. He paid a price that we could never afford on our own.





Ask yourself this question. Why do I do the things I do. Is it to feed my pride or my humility?





Am I serving with a humble heart or to gain the recognition of people in the church or community?





Another indicator is soul searching to find your fruit. Are you growing in resentment or love?














The purpose of a newsletter is to provide specialized information to a targeted audience. Newsletters can be a great way to market your product or service, and also create credibility and build your organization’s identity among peers, members, employees, or vendors.

Next, establish how much time and money you can spend on your newsletter. These factors will help determine how frequently you publish the newsletter and its length. It’s recommended that you publish your newsletter at least quarterly so that it’s considered a consistent source of information. Your customers or employees will look forward to its arrival.











Lets pretend your job is to determine if your company should invest ½ million dollars into a building that needs to be refinished. It is an old building with lots of renovations and 30 years of wear and tear. 





You’re not an architect but you know enough to understand that in order to make a truly educated decision, you must be sure of the structural foundation and how sound it is. 





The problem is that you cannot see the foundation now that everything has been built upon it. So what do you do?


If you are a reasonable person and you want to keep your job, you will do at least these three things.





You will consult the experts


You will test their theories


You will look at the blueprints.





This will be the minimum effort you would put forth before determining and investment of ½ million dollars. So how much more important is your soul?





If you think there is even a remote possibility that you may live forever and that your life has a specific purpose and design, wouldn’t you put forth a sufficient amount of time to determine that purpose? 





How much time or thought have you given to this question in reality?





How much time and effort have you invested in your life’s foundation? Have you consulted the experts, have you tested their theories, have you read the blueprints?

We learn in Romans 1:18-32 that the wrath of God is poured out on those who suppress the truth in their desire to feed their own lustful desires.


 


These people, just like people in our own society need to “feel” justified so they do the same thing people do today. They invite others to join in their debauchery be distracted by the world and all it has to offer. Imagine the distraction and sensationalism offered by the Coliseum of Rome. The games and roars of excitement and death would fill the city for miles. This encourages others to live in sin along with them and invites fellowship and self-justification.





Misery loves company and you can’t hear a whisper in a crowded room full of noise. Our world serves as the ultimate noisemaker keeping us from the inner voice of God within us. God whispers to the souls of people but they are surrounded by so much noise and clutter that they cannot hear Him calling.





It is our calling and command as children of God (Rom 1:6) to try to help these deaf people hear the voice of God within themselves.





You cannot do this by condemning them, accusing them or standing as judge over them. You can only help them buy showing them God within their own life in a way they can understand and respond to.





You do not try to feed infants T-Bone steaks and you wouldn’t try to educate an unbeliever on the issues of doctrine when they haven’t even accepted the simple truth that God lives within their very life and soul.





Show them God where they are now and they will follow the Christ in you to where you are going tomorrow.





Lead by example, not by words.
