But if you bear the name “Christian” and rely upon The Word of God and prosper in God, and know His will, and approve the things that are essential, being instructed out of The Word of God, and are confident that you yourself are a guide to the blind, a light to those in darkness, a corrector of the foolish, a teacher of the immature, having in The Word of God the embodiment of knowledge and of truth, you, therefore, who teach another, do you not teach yourself?





You who preach that one should not steal, do you steal? You who say that one should not commit adultery, do you commit adultery? You who abhor idols, do you rob temples? 





You who prosper in The Word of God, through your excessive disobedience to that Word, do you dishonor God?





For “The name of God is reviled and spoken evil against because of you”, just as it is written.


For indeed Christianity is of value, if you knowingly continue in The Word of God; but if you consistently disobey The Word of God, your belief has become unbelief.





If therefore the unbelieving man keeps the requirements of The Word of God, will not his unbelief be regarded as belief?





And will not he who is outwardly an unbeliever, if he follows The Word of God, will he not judge you who though having the doctrine of The Word of God and are a believer to the outward appearance continue in disobedience of that Word?





For he is a Christian who is one inwardly; and belief is that which is of the heart, by the Spirit, not by doctrine; and his praise is not from men, but from God.

Romans 4:14-16

A verb ending in –oō generally means to bring out that which a person is or that which is desired.
