










2Cor 10:4    “For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strongholds.”

We must understand that growing spiritually means dying naturally. Part of you has to die for another part of you to live. What part of you is being crucified? You must starve the enemy out of your life.


ROMANS 6:1-14





At some point in your life you must decide to take a stand and choose or consider (v.11) your path. What road will you take? Will you follow after your own wisdom or desires and rely upon yourself for fulfillment or choose Christ? Most of us find that once we realize the need for Christ in our lives the true battle begins. Satan will not want to let go of his stronghold easily or give back what he has had control of in your life. It is now that standing becomes tougher. True faith, which is an action, will not give in to emotions, pride, arrogance or fear, but will stand strong in the power of Christ.














The purpose of a newsletter is to provide specialized information to a targeted audience. Newsletters can be a great way to market your product or service, and also create credibility and build your organization’s identity among peers, members, employees, or vendors.


First, determine the audience of the newsletter. This could be anyone who might benefit from the information it contains, for example, employees or people interested in purchasing a product or requesting your service.


You can compile a mailing list from business reply cards, customer information sheets, Business cards collected at trade shows, or membership lists. You might consider purchasing a mailing list from a company.

Next, establish how much time and money you can spend on your newsletter. These factors will help determine how frequently you publish the newsletter and its length. It’s recommended that you publish your newsletter at least quarterly so that it’s considered a consistent source of information. Your customers or employees will look forward to its arrival.











Romans 6:15-20





Paul says here that we belong to God. And that as such we are to present ourselves as “slaves of righteousness”. We learned last week that faith is a verb, an action, something you DO, not merely a belief. It is when you CHOOSE to act upon your belief that your faith shows.
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Pride vs. Humility - Seeing ourselves as we are and not comparing ourselves to others is humility. Pride and vanity are competitive. If someone else's pride really bothers you, you have a lot of pride yourself.


Greed vs. Generosity - This is about more than money. Generosity means letting others get the credit or praise. It is giving without expectations. Greed wants to get its "fair share" or a bit more.


Envy vs. Love - Love actively seeks the good of others for their sake. Envy resents the good others receive or might receive. Envy is almost indistinguishable from pride at times.


Wrath vs. Kindness - Kindness means taking the tender approach, with patience and compassion. Anger is often our first reaction to the problems of others. Impatience with the faults of others is related to this. 


Lust vs. Self-Control - Self control prevents pleasure from killing the soul by suffocation. Legitimate pleasures are controlled in the same way an athlete's muscles are: for maximum efficiency without damage. Lust is the self-destructive desire for pleasure out of proportion to its worth. Sex, power, or image can be used well, but they tend to go out of control if we allow them.


Gluttony vs. Temperance - Temperance accepts the natural limits of pleasures and preserves this natural balance. This does not pertain only to food, but to entertainment and other legitimate goods, and even the company of others.


Sloth vs. Zeal - Zeal is the energetic response of the heart to God's commands. The other sins work together to deaden this spiritual sense so we first become slow to respond to God and then drift completely into the sleep of complacency.

Galatians 5:16-26(Expounded)


But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh. Do the things your spirit desires and your flesh will get weaker. For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in opposition to one another, so that you may not do the things that you please. The flesh part of you realizes that as your spirit grows it diminishes. Your nature struggles against your spirit and in the beginning the flesh is the dominant force, although not the stronger force. But if you are lead by the Spirit, you are not under the Law. You become what you practice so be careful which force you feed. Now the deeds of the flesh are evident, which are: immorality, impurity, sensuality, idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, jealousy, outbursts of anger, disputes, dissensions, factions, envying, drunkenness, carousing, and things like these, of which I forewarn you, just as I have forewarned you, that those who practice (continue in knowledge and become a master of) such things will not inherit the kingdom of God. But the fruit (your actions) of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control; against such things there is no law. The spirit is fed by what you feed it daily. Things like the above feed your spirit and make it stronger; things like fellowship, prayer, reading the word, listening to music and helping others. Now those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified (to affix or nail to a cross) the flesh with its passions and desires. If we live by the Spirit, let us also walk by the Spirit. If you’re going to talk the talk be careful to walk the walk. Baby steps are still steps as long as they are in the right direction. Let us not become boastful, challenging one another, envying one another. There will never be a reason for you to brag about your own accomplishments or hold it over others. It is only be God grace that you are where you are this very day.
