“It is therefore legitimate to say that, in respect of that part of the Old Testament which the disintegrating criticisms of the last half of the 19th century was directed, the evidence of archeology has been to re-establish it’s authority, and likewise to augment it’s value by rendering it more intelligible through a fuller knowledge of it’s background and setting. Archeology has not yet said it’s last word; but the results already achieved confirm what faith would suggest, that the Bible can do nothing but gain from an increase of knowledge.”

	Science is the study of facts. You can’t know something is factual until you find it first.

· Although Scientist long thought the Hittites of the OT were myth, it has since been discovered they lived for over 1,200 years.

· Although most scholars believed the early Israelites were primitive and could not have devised such laws as we see in Deuteronomy 17,000 tablets were unearthed in 1974 proving the Elba Kingdom which shows there was in fact complex written laws, customs and events such as the OT speaks of 1,000 years before Moses in the same region of the Bible Patriarchs.

· The Elba archives also refer to the victory of Abraham over the Mesopotamian kings and further names all five cities mentioned in Genesis 14 as being prosperous and flourishing. This account has long been believed to be legendary or fictitious by scholars.

· Colleges and Scientist assumed the tribe of the biblical Hittites were myth since there was no factual evidence except what was found in the OT. Archeologists have now uncovered more than 1,200 years of the Hittite civilization.

· Scientist thought the world was flat although the Bible clearly tells us it is hung by the invisible in orbit.

Science has recently proved there was a worldwide flood of catastrophic proportions around the same era named in the Bible.


Conclusion: Anyone will and can find reason to believe whatever they choose to believe. You are to minister to those truly seeking to understand Christianity. You must be confident in what you believe and understand that others are still searching for their truth even if they do not know it. The mere fact that the conversation is taking place is in and of itself a search for truth.
