The Pygmalion Effect

There is a famous experiment called the Pygmalion Effect where 25 grade school teachers were told their students were underachievers from apathetic families. Another 25 were told their students were high achievers from supportive families. The test scores of the “underachievers” dropped by 25 points, while the scores of the “overachievers” increased by 50 points. In reality, the students had been randomly divided into the two groups.  All factors were equally distributed; the only difference:  the expectations of the teachers.

Expect excellence from your children and you are likely to see it.  Expect better things from your spouse and it’s likely to happen.  Expect more from yourself and you will move to a higher level. 

Expect God to hear you and find he’s been here all the while.

Expect to fulfill your purpose and see the glory of God revealed.
